Dark black ruby. With a little air this wine develops a gorgeous
nose of cinnamon-scented, warm, moist, intensely minerally

gravel, along with very nice blackberry and plum fruit. Very soft
and mouthfilling, yet with a certain weightless character. Medium

-bodied, nicely balanced, with lots of ripe berry fruit and spiced
sandstone in the finish.
